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City Eye: The open Lens Award


THE OPEN LENS AWARD
The Open Lens Award is a digital video scheme run by City Eye to assist emerging filmmaking talent in the Hampshire and Isle of Wight region.

· The award is an equipment and resource based award that supports filmmakers with the cost associated with the hire of digital video equipment and non-linear editing.
· We do not award money. 
· We cannot and do not support projects run purely for profit.
· You must prove that you have a basic understanding of film production and the time it takes.  
· If you have no previous experience and in order to be considered for an Open Lens Award you will need to attend basic video and edit workshops either run by City Eye or another recognised organisation.
· You must have a clear idea on how your film will be made.
· You must have a clear idea on how the award will benefit you. 
· You must have a clear idea on how you will promote the finished film.
· If an award is given to your production a period of script development and production development maybe entered into under the direction of City Eye’s Creative Director

APPLYING FOR THE AWARD 
· Fill in the initial application.
· Provide a current draft of the script.
· Provide “director’s notes” for the production.
· Attend an interview/chat with the Creative Director of City Eye.  Applicants will also need to prove through positive research and information to City Eye that their film will have a shelf life.

City Eye’s Creative Director will then decide on the award and inform applicants accordingly.  

SUCCESSFUL:If you are successful an offer of support will be made and you will enter a period of development along side City Eye’s Creative Director.  
UNSUCCESSFUL:
If you are unsuccessful you will be given feedback and offered the opportunity to re-apply or talk to City Eye’s Creative Director.
· A period of development maybe undertaken with successful applicants, this can mean script amendments, help with casting, crewing and funding.

· Equipment will then be given to the production for the specified and agreed period of the shoot.

· Shoot:  Where possible City Eye’s Creative Director will visit the production during shooting at least once.

· As part of the agreement Post Production editing can be undertaken at City Eye.  Any additional sound and picture editing needed beyond what is on offer at City Eye will have to be achieved by the filmmaker.

· 2 screening copies (1 DVD and 1 mini DV Tape) must be provided to City Eye with the appropriate credits (these will be provided by City Eye).
· One good quality still from the shoot be provided to City Eye for promotional purposes. 
· City Eye will screen all Open Lens Awards at a designated night.

· City Eye must be informed of all competitions, websites or schemes that the film is entered for.

· City Eye must be informed of all awards the film receives.

· City Eye has the right to promote the film.

THE OPEN LENS AWARD TERMS & CONDITIONS


· City Eye staff will monitor the progress of all awards. Any major divergence from the agreed script or timetable will result in the loss of the award. Fraudulent use of equipment will be charged at the going rate.

· No access to equipment will be allowed until this agreement has been signed.

· Award recipients will deposit a £100 cheque with City Eye in advance of equipment release.  The cheque, made payable to 'City Eye Ltd', will only be cashed if equipment is lost or damaged, or if the award recipient is deemed by the City Eye Board of Directors to have breached the award conditions. This arrangement will not protect you from further action we may take to recover the full value of equipment damaged or lost due to your negligence or the negligence of persons assisting or working on your production. If the cheque is not in the applicant's name a covering letter from the issuer stating that they understand and agree to the conditions of the award will also be required. The cheque will be returned only when the film/video has been satisfactorily completed and a Mini DV copy delivered to City Eye.

· Copyright in all footage created with the use of an award and the finished product remains the right of the applicant.  All City Eye asks is those applicants who successfully place their films in Festivals or have it shown anywhere inform City Eye.

· A “SOLO" credit for City Eye must be included at the end of the film/video prior to any screening to a paying or non-paying audience.  City Eye will supply the filmmaker with an appropriate logos and strap lines.

The definition of SOLO is a credit that is the only one on the screen. If scrolling credits are used the credit should be clear of any other credit (Top or Bottom) by at least half the screen depth. If a still credit, it shall appear for no less than 4 seconds.  If this credit does not appear as agreed then the maker shall be deemed in breach of contract. The deposit will not be returned and the full value of the award must be repaid within 30 days of notification.

· City Eye retains the right to use films/videos for promotional purposes.

· The filmmaker is responsible for ensuring any necessary payment of copyright fees and arrangements for film classification (where necessary) as stipulated by the current Video Recordings Act. 

· The judge's decision is final and no correspondence will be entered into regarding allocation of the awards.

· City Eye reserves the right to not give an award to any/all applicants.

· City Eye will consider productions conceived by people living outside the Southampton area so long as the bulk of the crew are resident in the area.

· The filmmaker will ensure that photographic stills are taken of the production (including crew shots) and that copies of these are supplied to City Eye free of charge. An agreed selection will suffice.

· The filmmaker will advise City Eye of any alteration to the production schedule in advance. City Eye reserves the right to withdraw the award, without incurring liability for any financial or other consequences, if the schedule is not adhered to.

· Equipment returned late will be charged at the normal rate and deducted from the deposit. For instance, failure to return a power lead will incur the cost of the dependent equipment as well. Further equipment use will then be suspended until the value of the deposit is topped back up to £100.

· Any infringement of the award terms & conditions will cause the applicant to forfeit the £100 deposit and become liable for the repayment of the agreed value of the award and any costs incurred by City Eye in recovering said repayment.

· City Eye accepts no responsibility or liability for any words or actions by the award recipient or persons acting on their behalf.
